As you may be aware, the grand piano was sent away early in June for extensive restoration work.  I know I

Together Let Us Cause God Joy... 
 

Today, I really feel like writing and have two good stories to share, so one this week and one next. 
The first one is about a priest from Minot, North Dakota. Father Dave came to share in a retreat with us on 
prayer and stewardship. He stated that stewardship is discipleship. He said he was a born and raised 
Catholic, but now he is a convert. He said, “ We need to feel passionate and give are all to our faith.” We do 
this though prayer.    
 Father Dave challenged us to know what is really inside of us. He gave the example of a Rolex watch; 
one he got from his uncle and wore with pride…only to find out it was fake, when he needed a new battery. 
So he went to the store and got a Timex and knew that was the real thing. It keeps perfect time. We need to 
keep the faith. God loves us and know what is best for us. God gave us all the entrances and exists and we 
need to respond with good decisions. We need to make some personal commitments and stick to them. We 
need always to remember not to walk on to soon. 
 If we don’t change we don’t grow. Prayer is our guidepost. We grow through doing prayer with passion 
and listening to our God. You need to set aside time each and every day for God. He sets up a lifetime for 
you. Prayer is more than words; it is an art, a blessing and inspiration. The Spirit will help you with your 
prayer. 
 Father gave three parables from the Gospel of St. Luke on prayer. First, we need urgent prayer…”knock 
and it will be open to you.” Second, we need add quality to our prayer…”prayer without ceasing “.  Third, we 
need humility…”for everyone who exalts himself will be humbles and the one who humbles himself will be 
exalted.” Jesus gentle and humble of heart: touch our hearts and make them like your own. 
 Father Dave said at the offertory we need to add in our fears, anger, anxiousness and our joys. We 
need to show forgiveness, compassion and love. Teach all nations by our example and understanding. 
There are four wheels of our faith: hospitality, prayer, formation and service.  
 His final example was of a famous baseball player, who when asked about his faith said: sometimes 
you hit homeruns, you make errors, sometimes you just make a base hit and sometimes you are called out.  
So you need to have maintenance and prayer to keep you in the game. You need to connect and live life 
with your whole self. Remember God said,  “I am leaving the best for last.” So keep asking yourself am I a 
Rolex or a Timex? Do you make the sign of the cross before you swing or after you cross home base?
